THE KRUGER NATIONAL PARK
(Option 1) Code: MCK 2
DAY 1 — Fly from Johannesburg to Phalaborwa or Hoedspruit. (Overland shuttle alternative) Here
you will be met by your ranger /guide and your safari begins immediately as you enter the Kruger.
This is an area famed for its elephants, including some of the largest tuskers in Africa. In the
evening we arrive at the rest camp for check in and your first night to the calls of the African bush.
O/N Kruger Park Rest Camp (DBB)

Day 2 — You will be woken before dawn for coffee and traditional rusks before a dawn game drive
in search of Africa’s predators before they seek shade in the heat of the day. After breakfast, you
will enjoy a further game drive before returning to the camp to relax. Your guide will arrange a
time for the afternoon drive before you enjoy dinner and another night in the Kruger.

Day 3 — Another early start, before we head North on a game drive venturing over the Olifants
and Letaba rivers.

Day 3 — After a short transfer we enter the Thornybush Game Reserve and check in at the
superb Chapungu or Jackalberry game lodges. The afternoon and night game drives take place
on open 4x4 vehicles with your armed ranger and tracker. As it gets dark the tracker makes use
of a powerful spotlight to point out the reflecting eyes of game at night. After a sumptuous dinner
around the fire we overnight at this lovely lodge.

Day 4 — A sunrise game drive on the open vehicle before breakfast. This is followed by an
optional interpretive walk in the African bush with your ranger for an in depth insight into ecology
and conservation. We depart the lodge in the late morning for the transfer to Phalaborwa /
Hoedspruit. (or extention 3)

THE DRAKENSBURG ESCARPMENT “PANORAMA ROUTE”

Day 4 — We climb the towering Drakensburg escarpment, comprised of some of the oldest rock in
the world. This is an area of great beauty, forest, streams, waterfalls and the mighty Blyde River
Canyon. The day includes visits to the canyon, Gods Window, Bourkes Luck and the historic
mining village of Pilgrims Rest. This is a day of great beauty and contrasts. Sundowners and a
walk in the village before dinner.

Day 5 — After breakfast and further exploring the village we depart over Robbers Pass via the
fertile Orighstad valley and the Abel Erasmus Pass to the lowveld again. A short visit to the reptile
park, before we continue to Phalborwa or Hoedspruit airport for your midday flight to JNB

5 DAY / 4 NIGHT
DEPARTURES EX JOHANNESBURG ON MONDAYS RETURNING FRIDAYS

DAY 1 MONDAY

Depart Johannesburg very early for your overland transfer to the lowveld or fly to Phalaborwa or
Hoedspruit. This region, below the towering Drakensburg escarpment, is home to the Kruger
National Park and the wonderful surrounding wildlife kingdom. On arrival in Hoedspruit you will be
met by your ranger / guide and transferred to your lodge in the Hoedspruit Wildlife Estate or Panzi
Bush Camp. After check in and a light lunch, your ranger / guide will give you an insight to the
area and what to expect in the next few days. Later we enjoy a game drive and possible walk on
the estate, with sundowners in the African bush. We return to the lodge for a traditional braai
(BBQ) around the fire under the starry sky, before an early night to prepare for tomorrows safari.

DAY 2 TUESDAY

You will be woken before dawn for coffee and rusks before we depart on safari to the Kruger
Park. The early hours offer the best opportunity of seeing the various predators, after the nights
hunt and before they sleep for the day. Your guide will point out interesting facets of this
magnificent wildlife reserve as you explore deeper in search of the different species. Because of
is changing topography and habitats, the Kruger Park is home to the greatest diversity of wildlife
species of any park in the world. Dependant on game sightings and routings, your guide will
choose a suitable breakfast and later, a lunch stop. We return to the lodge in mid afternoon for a
well earned siesta. Tonight we treat you to dinner at a superb local restaurant to meet the locals
and reminisce on the day’s sightings. This is a wonderful end to a beautiful day.

DAY 3 WEDNESDAY

The massive Drakensburg escarpment to the west of the lodge is not only a place of great beauty
and varying ecology with it's forests, steams and waterfalls but is also steeped in pioneering
history and differing local cultures. After a hearty breakfast prepared by your guide we explore
this region with it's breathtaking vistas back over the lowveld. We visit the famous Blyde River
Canyon, Bourke’s Luck Potholes, Lisbon Falls, Pinnacle Rock and the aptly named God’s
Window. After lunch in the village of Graskop we descend back to the lowveld via Kowyn’s Pass
and Bushbuck Ridge. Maybe another evening drive and sundowners before a traditional potjiekos
dinner, which had it’s origins with the “Voortrekkers” that we learned of today.

DAY4 THURDSDAY

The region has some internationally renowned conservation centres the like of the Hoedspruit
Endangered Species Breeding Centre and the Moholoholo Wildlife Rehabilitation Centre. After
the optional early morning horseback game viewing safari, for those wishing to join this wonderful
experience, we enjoy breakfast at the lodge. We then spend today visiting these centres to see
and hear of the wonderful work they do. The breeding of endangered species like Cheetah and
the rare Cape Wild Hunting Dog at the breeding centre and then the hands on experience of
Moholoholo, make for a wonderful day. As this is the last evening we will take you on an exciting
evening and night safari on open safari vehicles in Big 5 country. Your armed guide will point out
the reflecting eyes of different species in the powerful spotlight. Dinner around the fire again is
seen as a fitting end to your wonderful safari.

DAY 5 FRIDAY

After breakfast and a last drive on the estate we will transfer you to meet your return transfer to
Johannesburg or one of the airports. You may also join your walking safari or other activities you
may have chosen from our products. A beach holiday in Mozambique, a self drive safari in Kruger
or any of the other great options available to you.

DAY 6 FRIDAY

After breakfast we leave the lodge to travel south east to the Lebombo border post into
Mozambique.
